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The compiled data in this report is drawn from one hundred and forty three evaluations collected at the conclusion of the conference. This is the fourth annual System of Care Conference.  Each year has seen an increase in registration and attendance numbers.  On-line registration was offered for the first time in 2005.  In 2005, 49% of the 417 people registering did so via the Internet.  In 2006, 61% of the 473 attendees took advantage of the on-line service.  That is a 12% increase in one years' time.
This two-day educational event was supported by the Idaho Council of Children’s Mental Health,  Casey Family Programs, The Eli Lilly Foundation, Idaho Head Start Collaboration, Idaho Department of Health and Welfare, Idaho Council of Children’s Mental Health, Idaho Department of Education, Idaho Department of Juvenile Corrections, Idaho Child Welfare Research and Training Center, National Child Traumatic Stress, Idaho Kincare Coalition, Idaho State University, Institute of Rural Health, Northwest Nazarene University and Boise State University.   Scholarships were offered by the regional councils in an effort to address potential attendance restrictions to families needing assistance with travel, lodging and child care expenses.  
As one of the stated objectives of the conference was “Cultural Competency,” the conference began Monday morning with an opening blessing from a tribal member and a number of sessions directly addressed working with families of various cultures.  The Adult/Professional track ran on Monday and Tuesday with seven breakout sessions in four time slots throughout the day.  All sessions, as well as all meals, were conducted in one facility, the Boise State University Student Union Building conference facility.  Additionally, a track for Youth, ages 12-18, was offered, which ran on the same schedule as the Adult Track.  No childcare for children under the age of 12 was offered.  Limited transportation service was provided between local hotels and Boise State University. 

On Monday, 30 sessions were presented with 19 of those sessions being repeated Tuesday to insure attendees had an opportunity to hear a particular speaker or topic.  At the time of the conference a total of eight workshops were approved for Idaho Chapter of NASW Continuing Education Units at LSW, LMSW and LCSW level.  In June of 2006, one month after the conference, eight (8) workshops were resubmitted for approval to the Idaho Chapter of the NASW, and all eight were approved, retroactively.  In reviewing the session evaluations and responses from the conference participants, the lack of CEU’s being offered directly effected attendance in several workshops.
On Monday night, the Idaho Federation of Families hosted an Awards Dinner.  The festivities helped promote interactions and networking among families, speakers and practitioners.  Many attendees had an opportunity to meet conference presenters and enjoy a Tex/Mex buffet dinner and door prizes. 
The following sections represent findings of the conference and workshop objectives by highlighting the importance of those objectives as a topic of learning and discussion while attending the 2006 Systems of Care Conference.
