The Cultural Competence Initiative is a collaborative effort of the National Center for Cultural Competence (NCCC) and the National Technical Assistance Center for Children's Mental Health. The Initiative focuses on four key areas - Technical Assistance and Consultation to System of Care Communities, Leadership, State & Local Policy Development and Evaluation. The National Technical Assistance Center for Children's Mental Health is funded through a Cooperative Agreement with the Center for Mental Health Services (CMHS), Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), U.S. Department of Health & Human Service.

Goal of the Initiative
The goal of the Initiative is to incorporate systematically culturally and linguistically competent values, policy, structures, and practices into all aspects of systems of care. 

What we do.
The NCCC's Cultural Competence Initiative conducts a number of activities to meet its goals. 

· Provides technical assistance and consultation to grantees of the Comprehensive Mental Health Services for Children and their Families Program, on developing, implementing, and evaluating culturally and linguistically competent systems of care. 

· Provides training and technical assistance to enhance leadership capacity related to cultural and linguistic competence at the state and community levels. 

· Develops and disseminates products that support the incorporation of culturally and linguistically competent policy, structures and practices into systems of care. 

· Provides training and technical assistance to states and localities to develop and administer culturally and linguistically competent policy and to develop strategies for evaluating culturally and linguistically competent policy and practice.
